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THE HIDDEN KINGDOM

(Christ’'s Gospel Fellowship)

In this enlightened age in which we live today, the thought that a
hidden kingdom exists somewhere on this planet seems rather
preposterous and thus difficult to believe. Perhaps this is the reason
why the Lord had spoken these words to His disciples, before the
giving of this and other ‘kingdom’ parables.

‘... it is given unto you to know the mysteries of the kingdom of

heaven, but to them [i.e. the people in general] it is not given.’
Matthew ch.13 v.11

The parable concerning this hidden kingdom is a rather short one
and it is recorded in the Gospel of Matthew.
‘Again, the kingdom of heaven is like unto treasure hid in a field
the which when a man hath found, he hideth, and for joy thereof
goeth and selleth all that he hath, and buyeth that field.’
Matthew ch.13 v.44

Verse 38 of this chapter tells us that ‘The field is the world’.

Who is the man mentioned in the parable that sells everything
that he owns in order to purchase the field? He is none other than the
Lord Jesus Christ, who gave Himself to die on the Cross of Calvary,
purchasing (redeeming), the House of Israel in order to bring them
back into a servant relationship with Him once again.

Today, many Christian pastors and their congregations through-
out Britain, America and kindred people still remain spiritually blinded
as to their position and place relating to the lIsraelites in Bible
prophecy. This spiritual blindness which now plagues most of
Christendom is of God Almighty, as the Apostle Paul informs us in his
Epistle to the Romans,

‘For | would not, brethren [fellow Israelites], that ye should be
ignorant of this mystery, ... that blindness in part is happened to
Israel [includes Anglo-Saxondom], until the fulness of the Gentiles be
come in’.

Romans ch.11 v.25
In the Amplified Bible the same verse is rendered this way,
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‘Lest you become self-opinionated [wise in your own conceits] | do

not want you to miss this hidden truth and mystery, brethren, a

hardening [insensibility] has [temporarily] befallen a part of Israel

[to last] until the full number of the ingathering of the Gentiles has

come in,’.

As we consider this Scripture, written by the Apostle Paul, it raises
a question. What did the Apostle have in mind when he wrote to the
brethren living in Rome saying that ‘blindness in part’ had happened
to Israel?

Paul is saying that the House of Israel ‘is blinded in part’ to their
national identity, ‘lest they become wise in their own conceits’. That
is, conceited because of the knowledge that they are God’s chosen
people, and being used by Him.

That the Lord God of Israel has indeed blinded ‘in part’ the
peoples which comprise Anglo-Saxondom to their actually being the
House of lIsrael, is evident for everyone to see. However, few
understand this glorious and scriptural fact. How is it that the Jewish
peoples, as a nation, have never recognised the Lord Jesus Christ as
the true and only son of God? Keep in mind that there have been
many individual Jews that have become Christians, and we praise
God for that, but this is also true regarding individuals from other
races that have come to know the Lord Jesus as their Saviour.

We also need to keep in mind, that the verse quoted from the
letter to the Romans ch.11 is not dealing with personal salvation, but
is speaking of having an understanding of the place which the twelve
tribes of Israel occupy in the world today. The Apostle Paul reminds
us of the following things in Romans ch.15 v.4.

‘For whatsoever things were written aforetime [in the Old
Testament scriptures] were written for our learning, that we
through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope.’

There are a number of references in the Old Testament scriptures
which come to mind concerning the hope and comfort that comes
from knowing that this ‘hidden kingdom’ would arrive on schedule,
just as the Lord Jesus Christ arrived on schedule, as planned before
the foundation of the world (see Ephesians ch.1 v.4).

In the Book of Exodus the Lord God speaks to Moses and
informs him of the Covenant that He was about to present to the
House of Israel.
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‘And Moses went up unto God, and the LORD called unto him out
of the mountain, saying, Thus shalt thou say to the house of
Jacob, and tell the children of Israel; ... Now therefore, if ye will
obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, then ye shall be a
peculiar treasure [a people for his own possession] unto me above
all people: for all the earth is mine: And ye shall be unto me a
kingdom of priests [a people or kingdom of people who will be the
Lord’s witnesses and His servants], and an holy nation [kingdom]... .’

Exodus ch.19 v 3 & 5-6

When the Lord mentioned to Moses that the twelve Tribes of
Israel would be a Holy nation, or kingdom, He was not inferring that
they would be completely sinless. There never has been such a
nation, much less even one person. The Lord was simply saying that
they would be doing the work of priests by sharing the Gospel of
Jesus Christ. Israel, or Christendom, has been doing this for
centuries, and especially so since the Reformation which took place
throughout Europe in the 16th Century.

The timely Reformation sprang forth among the peoples which
comprise Anglo-Saxondom, as would be expected. It was not among
Jewry! The nations of Germany, England, France, Ireland, Scotland,
and many others were bearers of the Light of the Word of God.

Martin Luther, who had a great influence in the Christian
Reformation of the 16th Century, met with much persecution but in
spite of the many challenges that he faced, he managed to translate
the Holy Scriptures into the German language so that every one,
whether a peasant farmer or a prince, could read it for themselves.
About the same time, William Tyndale in England, and others also
began to translate the Bible into the English language so that all
English speaking people, from the peasants to the king himself could
now have access to God’s Holy Word, and learn of God’s plan of
salvation.

The Lord God of Israel was at that time showing His mercy and
grace to the ‘Lost Sheep of the House of Israell whom He had
divorced some 2,200 years earlier, and who had by this time
migrated throughout Europe, as secular history records.

The Lord Jesus referred to these Twelve Tribes of Israel in
Matthew’'s Gospel as ‘lost’, that is separated or departed.
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‘And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he gave
them power against unclean spirits, and to cast them out, and to
heal all manner of sickness and ... disease. ... These twelve Jesus
sent forth, ... saying ... But go rather to the lost sheep of the house
of Israel. And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is
at hand.’

Matthew ch.10 v 1 & 5-7

The expression ‘at hand’ in the Greek, could refer to a long time into the future.

| believe that these ‘kingdom of heaven’ people are those which
comprise Anglo-Saxondom, those who have regathered in the British
Isles and on the North American continent in a representative number
— a people, or kingdom, which God Almighty has raised up in these
last days.

We thank our heavenly Father for His mercy and grace and for
the restoration of His Kingdom peoples, as promised to Abraham,
Isaac, and Jacob. His promise to them was that they would become a
great, blessed, and prosperous nation and people. They are the
recipients of God’s promise which he made to Abraham.

‘I will make of thee a great nation ... and in thee shall all the

families of the earth be blessed. Genesis ch 11 vv 2-3

Britain and the United States of America have become the
greatest and most powerful Christian Kingdoms ever known.
Between them they have not only taken the Gospel of the Lord Jesus
Christ to the world, resulting in tens of millions of people coming to
know the Lord Jesus as their Saviour, but have also been a blessing
to practically every poor nation in the world with their material wealth.

It is important that we bear in mind that the greatness and
prosperity is of God, and it is by His mighty power and direction that
they have become great.

Today, spiritual darkness covers the earth concerning the
kingdoms of this world. The forces of evil are feverishly working to
accomplish their goal of world dominion, and we must admit that they
have been quite successful until now. However, they know not that
God Almighty will have the last word, and that this ‘hidden kingdom’
will prevail, as the Lord has promised our people.

‘Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father’s good pleasure to give

you the kingdom. Luke ch.12 v.32
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
